Cleaning Instructions for: G90 All-Season Fitted Liners

Each All-Season Fitted Liner can easily be cleaned using a vacuum, soft cloth, or soft brush.

To remove excess dirt, use water with a mild detergent to clean the liner. Do not use bleach or alcohol
to clean the liner or the liner may become damaged or discolored.

Dry the liner with a soft cloth or place the liner in a well ventilated area to dry before reinstalling. If the
liner is installed before it is completely dry, it could become moldy or emit an abnormal smell.

Do not place the liner on the ground where it is in direct contact with the sun, or the liner could deform
from high temperatures.

Do not use a washing machine or automatic mat cleaner to clean the liner. The liner could become
damaged and/or deformed.
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
