All dealers must determine if the weight they have added 
in the form of  all options or accessories, when added to 
the weight of all Port/Dealer Installed options or 
accessories, exceeds the lesser of 1.5% of GVWR or 100 
lbs.  If the additional weight does exceed the lesser of the 
indicated thresholds, a “Load Carrying Capacity 
Reduced” label must be installed.  A black, fine-point, 
indelible marker must be used to write by hand onto the 
label, the reduced carrying capacity in kilograms or 
pounds, which is the total weight of all added options and 
accessories.      
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Genuine Accessories

1. Align the Rear Mudguard as shown ensuring a proper fit.

Item to be Checked

1. While pushing the Rear Mudguard in as shown, insert one (1) Plastic

    Retainer into the underside hole. Make sure to push in the center portion

    of the retainer to lock the retainer in place.

Right Angle #2 Phillips Screwdriver
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Visual Check
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1. Release the center portion of one (1) Plastic Retainer and remove

    from the vehicle as shown.

2. Remove the two (2) Screws from the highlighted areas as shown.

3. Discard the removed hardware.
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1. While pushing the Rear Mudguard up and in, insert and fasten one (1)

    Self Tapping Screw into the upper hole.

2. Insert and fasten one (1) Self Tapping Screw into the lower hole.

3. Repeat steps 1-4 for the opposite side.

Make sure the Rear Mudguard is properly aligned to the vehicle. Rear Mudguard is properly aligned.

Make sure to push the mudguard upward and in during the installation to 

eliminate any possible gaps.

Result

After the installation, check for any visible gaps.  

If any gap exceeds 0.5mm, loosen the mounting screws and refit the Rear 

Mudguard to the body to achieve the correct specification.

Be careful not to over-tighten or strip the head of the screw.
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
