     type spray bottle marked “SLIP”.  Note: The above listed solution has been formulated for use where ambient & vehicle

     surface temperatures are within a range of 65°F to 90°F. If temperatures exceed this range, add additional shampoo in

     increments of 1 ml to aid in alignment.

7)  Install this product while observing all warnings and precautions stated in these installation instructions.   

8)  VERY IMPORTANT:  Thoroughly clean  rear bumper area with soap and water.  If contaminants are found, clean with an

     automotive grade clay bar (follow instructions provided with clay bar). 

9)  VERY IMPORTANT:  Ambient temperature of the rear bumper area and vehicle must be 65°F to 90°F at the time of

     installation and for two hours after.

10) Parts storage should be at room temperature and in a clean dry place.  Care should be taken to avoid a dusty

      environment.

Alcohol, Soap & Water (SLIP Mixture)
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Make sure the bumper area is completely clean and dried.

1. Thoroughly clean the bumper area using the 50/50 Isopropyl Alcohol (70%)

    & water and microfiber cloth.

1. Wet the vehicle with the SLIP mixture, position the Rear Bumper Applique

    onto the bumper by visually aligning the center notch in premask to the

    hatch striker, as shown.

2. If necessary, spray additional SLIP mixture to aid in installation.

1. Remove the liner from the Rear Bumper Applique, then spray the Rear

    Bumper Applique with SLIP mixture.

1. Wet pre-mask on top of Rear Bumper Applique with the SLIP mixture.

2. Starting in the center, squeegee the Rear Bumper Applique firmly onto the

    top surface of the bumper using overlapping strokes in a side to side

    motion.

Make sure Rear Bumper Applique is free of any remaining

adhesive after installation. Clean the Rear Bumper Applique with soap and 

water if necessary.

1. Remove pre-mask by pulling back at 180° against itself.
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Result

Make sure no air bubbles are trapped under Rear Bumper Applique.

1. Re-wet the Bumper Applique with the SLIP mixture and re-squeegee the

    leading edge of the bumper fascia as shown above. 

2. Dry installation area and check for proper fit. Remove and replace

    Bumper Applique if it is not properly installed.

Visual Check

Item to be Checked

Rear Bumper Applique is installed correctly. 

No adhesive remaining on Rear Bumper Applique.

Rear Bumper Applique is installed correctly. 

Rear Bumper Applique is not lifting and is fully adhered.

Take special care to make sure all edges are fully adhered.

No dirt or fingerprints on Rear Bumper Applique.
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Make sure Sleeve is installed on Squeegee.

Bumper must be wet to aid in installation.

Inspect for bubbles and correct following the procedure below.

If an installation error occurs, i.e., scratched / marred Rear Bumper Applique, 

dirt / debris under Rear Bumper Applique, crooked installation, etc., installer 

should remove, discard and replace the Rear Bumper Applique.

Do not pull straight up on pre-mask during removal. Peel pre-mask at a 

constant 180° to ensure the placement of the Rear Bumper Applique does 

not move.  Inspect for bubbles and correct following the procedure 

below.

Make sure Rear Bumper Applique is fully adhered.

Use only the handling tabs on the Rear Bumper Applique. Pay special 

attention to not get any fingerprints or dirt on the Rear Bumper Applique.
