Make sure to push the splash trim upward and inward during the installation to 
eliminate any possible gaps. 

Check for any visible gaps. If any gaps exceed 0.5mm, loosen the mounting 
screws and refit the splash trim(s) to the body to decrease or eliminate the 
gaps. Be careful not to over-tighten or strip the screw head.
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#2 Phillips Screwdriver

A. While pushing the splash trim upward and inward as shown, insert and
    fasten two (2) provided screws as shown.
B. Repeat steps 1-4 for passenger's side front splash trim (RH).
C. Installation is complete.

A. Insert one (1) provided retainer into the bottom hole as shown. Make sure
    to push in the center portion of the plastic retainer to lock the retainer in
    place.

Make sure to push the splash trim upward and inward during the installation to 
eliminate any possible gaps.

A. Align the driver's side front splash trim (LH) as shown ensuring a proper
    fit.

#2 Phillips Screwdriver

    NOTE: Fully turn the steering wheel to the left when installing the
    driver's side front splash trim (LH) and fully turn the steering wheel to the
    right when installing the passenger's side front splash trim (RH).
A. Starting on the driver's side front wheel well area, remove the two (2)
    screws as shown.
B. Discard the removed hardware.

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Visual Check
Item to be Checked Result

Make sure to push the Front Splash Trims upward and inward during the 
installation to eliminate any possible gaps.

Front Splash Trims are properly aligned.

Check for any visible gaps.
If any gaps exceed 0.5mm, loosen the mounting screws and refit the splash 
trim(s) to the body to decrease or eliminate the gaps.

Any visible gaps do not exceed 0.5mm.
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
